Championships held in Dunedin on the 19" and 20™.

Our small squad is packed with talent. Samantha McAucley was placed 1% for the 100m =
and 200m U14 sprints at the Otago Championships and in the same events respectively S
was 1% and 2" in Invercargill.

Danielle De Caigney performed well in the middle distance races. She was placed 1st in
the 400m and 3rd in the 800m at the Otago’s and finished 3™ and 4" in these events at
the Otago Southland event. She achieved a personal best to gain the South Island title for
the 400m U15.

Our year 9 newcomers to athletics also did well with Kennedy
Barnes and Cassidi Woodhouse gaining a place in the U14 hurdles finals at the Otago
Southland event, with Kennedy qualifying to compete in the South Island championships. §
Our year 9 relay consisting of Emily White, Samantha McAuley, Cassidi Woodhouse and
Kennedy Barnes achieved some good baton changes to gain 2" placing at the Otago
event, 3" in Otago Southland and a very close 4™ at the South Islands. We would like to
thank Bryce Watts for his expertise and help in coaching the relay team.

Nicole Bradley continued to put in a strong performance in the senior field events with 1* place in hammer and
discus, and 2™ in shotput at the Otago championships. She made a clean sweep of these events at Southland,
winning all three events. At the South Islands she took out the title for discus and was 2™ in shotput and hammer.
Nicole, Lauren, Danielle and Samantha will travel to Hastings in December to compete in the National Secondary
School Athletics Championships. We wish them well with their training throughout the winter.

National Surf Lifesaving Competitions

recently at the National Sand Surf Lifesaving competitions which were held at Whakatane. She was placed fifth
in the Under 19 Taplin and 13" in the Under 19 Board competition.
