This gives students more time to read
their books before they need to return or renew them. It is heartening to know that
students are enjoying their reading, as well as having a say in the way their Library
operates.

Another very encouraging sign that more girls are reading has been the large increase in the number of books being
issued. In 2007, 566 books were issued in the month of February. This year, over the same period, the Library issued
748 books, a very positive indication that our efforts to encourage girls to read are succeeding.
