Year 10 History Trip to the Southern Cemetery

On Friday 29™ August 21 budding historians were unleashed on the |
Southern Cemetery. Here they embarked on a search for information that will
ultimately be processed into wall charts and a study of an important Dunedin
personality.

The girls had three tasks to complete at the Cemetery. The first one was to
find a headstone that they were interested in and take down the details from it
— this will form the basis of their personality study. Dr Terry Hearn, a local
historian and a member of the Historic Cemetery Trust, spoke to the girls about
some of the more renowned headstones and people buried there, for example John Branigan, one of Otago’s first
policemen and Janet Williamson, one of Otago’s earliest military nurses.

The second task was a more general one: the finding of information concerning people’s nationalities, any
evidence of epidemics or war, the oldest and newest headstone and indications of wealth. This information will be
processed into an overview of the people buried in the cemetery and used to come up with some generalisations
about what they were like and the lives that they lived.

The final task was group work where small groups
of students went to different parts of the cemetery to
find out specific information, for example one group
looked at family plots, another at the superlatives
and epitaphs that were used on markers. This will
be turned into a wall chart and a brief presentation §
to the class. Again the groups will come up with
generalizations of their findings and suggest
reasons for these.
The trip was very successful with exemplary
behavior and respect shown by the girls.
