Keeping Healthy—Heart Healthy Dietary Pattern

What you eat really does matter. There are many ways to enjoy a heart healthy dietary pattern using foods and
recipes from a variety of traditional and cultural eating styles. The Glycemic Index (GI) measures the effect of
foods on your blood sugar levels. If you eat foods with a high GI value then your blood sugar levels will rise more
quickly than if you eat foods with a low Gl. Choose from servings that are low or moderate in Gl and high in
fibre. Try to have at least one low Gl high fibre serving at each meal.
